SCENE ONE

It is midnight in a haunted house. STELLA, MAYA, and CHARAN are standing in the funhouse room.  There are toys all over the floor. A SpongeBob Squarepants couch sits in the corner. GRABBER, Stella’s pet monkey, is sitting on MAYA’s head. 
MAYA: Hi Stella, hey, what do you have?
STELLA: Oh, nothing.

MAYA: I can see it now! It is your magic wand!

STELLA: That’s right, ladies and gentlemen, I am now…

MAYA: Uh, there’s one problem with that. There’s no one watching.

STELLA: (hits Maya on the head) Whatever. (Turns Maya into a dog).

CHARAN: Hey, where’s Maya?

STELLA: Behind you!

CHARAN: But that’s a fake dog! Ha Ha!

Sarah, a ghost, walks in.

SARAH:  Hi, that’s a nice fake dog! Can I take it home to play with?

STELLA: Hello? You died 2,000,000,000 years ago! That was before people had toys to  

     play with!  So you can’t take it home, understand? Oh, and by the way? That’s 

    our friend Maya. She’s been turned into a dog with my clumsy magic.

CHARAN: I want that wand! (grabs wand)

STELLA: Now look what you’ve done! You’ve turned that monkey into a fake, plastic 

     weird thing!

CHARAN: I’m going to turn Maya back into herself. (taps the fake dog on the head. A

       “poof” sound is heard)
MAYA:  Hey, who turned on the lights?

SARAH:  Oh, no one did. (singing like an opera singer) SYou were turned into a fake 

dog. S
STELLA: Well, I’m sorry I couldn’t turn you back into yourself again sooner, Maya. But 

      it was my friends… they were being a bit silly with my magic wand. 
The MIDNIGHT FAIRY walks in. 
MIDNIGHT FAIRY: Hey, what’s up?

CHARAN: Oh, there’ve just been a few magic mistakes. 

SARAH:  A few? You mean a million. 

MAYA: The conversation begins!!

STELLA: Well, I want to end that conversation. 

SARAH: Yeah, end it! End! End! End!

AMY walks in, magic wand in hand. 
AMY: Hi, everybody. Want me to turn everybody into dragons?!

EVERYBODY: No! 

AMY: Alright. But can I turn something into a dragon?

KIRA walks in. 
KIRA: You know I heard all of that. Oh, and Amy… forget it.  I still think it would be 

nice if you did a magic spell to make everyone very athletic. 

MAYA: Yeah, I would really like to be very athletic, but it’s never gonna happen. Because we have one silly witch who refuses to do it because she thinks everything has to be silly with her magic, and one clumsy witch who’d probably end up making everybody smell like blueberry pie. 

STELLA and AMY: Hey! That’s not true! But anyway… if it was, we would have done a better job!

STELLA: Yeah, and I’d end up somewhere closer to getting it right. 

MAYA: Then prove it. 

STELLA and AMY: OK, then… (they wave their wands and a “poof” sound is heard)

EVERYBODY: We feel more athletic! (EVERYBODY jumps up and down)

CHARAN and KIRA:  Maya was wrong. We knew you could do it, Stella and Amy. 
MIDNIGHT FAIRY: All right, all right, all right. We’re all athletic. But we forgot one thing… what if we’re all athletic forever? That would mean that everyone would want us to make them athletic, but then, everyone would be athletic, which is another way of saying no one is. 

MAYA: That’s wrong, because…. Oh, and by the way, I’m just being a smart aleck. Anyway, like, everyone should be athletic. If  you have any doubts, raise your hands.  (no hands go up)
JENNIFER walks in. 

JENNIFER: Well, hi everybody! What’s goin’ on? I can see that you’re all more athletic now, cuz you all look like pretzels right now. All tangled up and everything. 

KIRA: Jennifer? Do you really think we look like pretzels?

JENNIFER: Well, not really. You’re just a bit tangled up… arms under legs and stuff like that.  By the way, do you want to disco party?

EVERYONE (except Stella): No, thank you. 

STELLA: Let’s do it!!

EVERYONE: No, thanks. 

STELLA: Come on, just one disco!

EVERYONE: You heard us. We said, “No thank you”. OK? OK? OK?

STELLA: Whatever. 

CHARAN: Well, it would be kind of fun.

KIRA: Let’s not. 

MIDNIGHT FAIRY: Can we talk about something different?
SARAH: Disco party! Uh huh! Disco party! Uh huh!  S
MIDNIGHT FAIRY: Stop this terrible music!
KIRA: The Midnight Fairy is right. We shouldn’t listen to this horrible music. We should listen to MY horrible music!  You go, uh huh, disco, uh huh… S

STELLA: Hey, I take that back what I said about your hair… although it does look kind of nice. 

MAYA: Whatever. 

JENNIFER: Well, I do think that your hair is a bit knotty, Stella. And her hair is as beautiful as velvet, and feels like velvet itself, but I wouldn’t call your hair a mess. Never in my life. 

EVERYONE (except Stella and Maya): Yeah, Stella! Your hair is a bit knotty, but we wouldn’t call it a mess. Never in our lives. 

STELLA: But Sarah already died.  So her life is done. I can get you her head. (shows Sarah’s skull)
SARAH: Well, yeah, my life is done. And I didn’t meet you until after I died, so, I’ll never call it a mess in my dead life… which is forever. 

STELLA: Thank you. 

AMY: I would have liked to have turned you all into dragons, and not to have made you all athletic, but that’s alright. I’d like to do some more magic, but we can’t do it today. So, let’s dance!

EVERYONE: Let’s start to dance to the “Scary Night Disco.”
