Each year, at the end of the liturgical

year, the Church invites us to reflect upon

"the end of time ". For some this might

We only
have to recall the atrocities going on in Africa, in the Middle
East or in Iraq where each new day makes new victims, the
end of time is no later than today. And while human beings
are being killed in wars and acts of terrorism, Mother Nature
seems to lose control and produce sometimes as many vic-
tims and spread chaos and pain through violent tornados
and frightening storms of enormous proportions.

How should we react to phenomena like these? Are we go-
ing to panic?
