Each New Year brings new challenges 
and 2005 makes no exception. 
1- The first of these challenges is the up 
and coming debate on the definition of 
marriage, at the Chamber of Commons 

in Ottawa. 

Some are asking for the definition of marriage to be modi-
fied in order to allow people of same sex to be married.  

Others continue to affirm, with the Catholic Bishops of 
Canada, that," Marriage is a loving, life-giving partnership 
between a man and a woman", and that it should not be 
modified. This, of course, is the official position of the 
Catholic Church, and, as Knights of Columbus, this is the 
position we stand for. 

To make sure that our Members of Parliament are well 
aware of our position on the matter, the Canadian Asso-
ciation of the Knights of Columbus is launching a petition 
across the country. 

I am urging you all to make a very special effort in each 
council, in each parish, to make sure that this petition is 
signed by as many people as possible. The more pressure 
we put on our MPs the better chance we have to succeed. 

2- A second huge challenge that we have to pick up, this 
year, is to give the world a renewed hope in the future, in 

the aftermath of the disaster caused by the tsunami in 
South-East Asia. Each time that a disaster like this hap-
pens we are thrown face to face with the mystery of suf-
fering and death. No one can come up with an adequate 
answer to the question. Like Christ, on the cross, we feel 
like turning to the Father and ask Him, "My God, why 
have you abandoned me?".
