State Chaplain Report 
Brother Knights, 

Here we are, at the beginning of Lent... 

For this time of the year to be profitable 
for us, we need to ask ourselves why is 
the Church asking us to spend forty days 
preparing for the Easter celebrations.  

This time of Lent has to be for us, Knights, this year, a time 
well spent to free ourselves of everything that hinders our 
relation to God and our brothers and sisters, to improve and 
to grow. This is the true meaning of Lent. 

And, to help us achieve our goal, the Church still suggests 
the traditional means: Praying, Sharing, and Fasting. 

PRAYER: To pray is first and foremost to create an atmos-
phere of intimacy with God. It is not necessary to be talking 
constantly in our prayer. Why not try to be quiet sometimes 
and simply listen to what he might have to say to us. We 
know that God has an agenda for each one of us, but if we 
talk all the time, and never listen , how can he tell us what he 
is expecting of us. Oh, he knows very well that we will not be 
quiet for a very long time anyway. We will always come up 
with all kinds of requests. But there is nothing wrong with 
that. Children always have something to ask their Father, 
don©t they? 

SHARING: If prayer is the best way to improve our relation 
with God, sharing is the best way to improve our relations 

with our brothers and sisters, and also with God. Let us ask 
Our Lord to help us, this year, to really taste the joy of 
sharing with our brothers and sisters. Sharing in everything 
we have received from God. We have received so much, 
let us try to be as generous with others as He has been 
with us. Let us ask Him to help us to share of ourselves, 
our time, our love, our dedication, our money and every-
thing we have. Haven©t we received everything from God? 
We know very well that we will receive a hundred fold in 
return. Besides, isn©t this precisely our "raison d©être", and 
our pride and joy, as Knights of Columbus? 

FASTING: To fast, just for the sake of fasting is worthless, 
but to refrain ourselves from food, alcohol, tobacco, televi-
sion, computer or whatever for the sake of having more 
freedom to improve our relation with God and our brothers 
and sisters, this is a way of fasting that pleases our God. 
During this Lenten season, let us ask Our Lord to grant us 
the grace to eliminate from our daily lives everything that 
turns us away from Him, so that we can develop a beautiful 
friendship with Him.
