Dear Nintendo Power, 


My name is Nathan Lee, and I represent the pokémon discussion board at gamefaqs.com I am writing in regards to the pokémon teams and strategies which your magazine has been publishing for the past year. We feel that Nintendo Power is misrepresenting the game in its articles, and is not encouraging pokémon to grow to its full potential.


Our main concern is over how you publicize pokémon to be a great strategic game, yet only publish the most basic of strategies in your magazine. Surely in all this time, with all the tournaments and the countless teams which have been sent in, you must have come across some more “advanced” strategies than the ones you print. We realize that some of the strategic concepts may be a little complex for the majority of pokémon players, but shouldn’t you at least try to educate them? By constantly publishing only the “simple” teams and strategies which you have been doing so far, the game eventually becomes too easy and the battles become repetitive. If you would publish more complex strategies, it would open the doors to a new playing field as many of your readers would then become aware that there was more to the game than just “elemental matching” and brute force. Once your readers begin experimenting and developing better strategies on their own, you can be assured that the interest in pokémon will remain high for a long time to come.


Our second concern stems from the many errors about the game which you have published. There have been many occasions where not only were your strategies inaccurate or flawed, but downright wrong (such as your statement that Dream Eater puts pokémon to sleep in addition to doing damage). Some of your most consistent errors occur when you describe a particular move in relation to what happens in the television show, not the game. This has resulted in Nintendo Power having a rather bad reputation among many pokémon discussion boards on the internet.
